Village Administrator regarding proposed fire/rescue service confract.
The Viliage of Whitchouse is proposing a three-year contract for fire/
rescue service, starting July 1, 2002, in the ameunt of $45,500.00 per
year, plus a capital equipment contribution in the amount of
$24,000.00 per year. The fetal annual payment would be $69,500.00,

Randy Bukas was present and went over the letter and explained the
propesed contract, Mr. Bukas was told there was ne way the township
could or weuld pay $69,500.00 per year for fire/rescue protection,
Clerk Bill Cook said there was no way we could afford this amount. We
would have fo go back to the voters and ask for an increase for the
fire/rescue levies, which would be difficult to pass since we have just
passed in November 2001 a fire/rescue levy at the present tax valuation.
Mr. Bukas said there is, seme room for negotiating, but not much. It
was pointed out to Mr, Bukas that when we get the quarterly reports of
the fire/rescue runs in Swanton Township by the Village of Whitehouse
they have included runs made into Fulton County. Were these runs

included in Swanion Township’s 25% of your total runs? Mr. Bukas

said he didn’t think se, but he would find eut. Trustee Warkentin said
we de need fire/rescue protection for eur township residents, buf we
must eperafe within what our budget will allow.
