MINUTES OF REGULARE MEETING

HELD AUGUST 5,2002

Meeting opened at 7:3¢ p.m. by Chairman John Warkentin.

Trustees Present: John Warkentin, Dennis Tippie, Mike Lewandowski
Visitors Present: Refer to visitor’s list 29 people signed.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by all present.

The trustees discussed the fact that the Clerk turned in his resignation
on July 22, 2002, effective July 31, 20802, Since that time the Clerk has
officially notified the trustees that he has withdrawn his resignation as
Swanton Township Clerk. Copy of letter in file.

John Warkentin said as he understands it the trustees officially
accepted the Clerk’s resignation on July 25, 2002. He believes the
trustees now must reappoint a Clerk or appoint an interim clerk until
they make a {inal decision. He deesn’t feel the letter withdrawing the
resignation is a legal process. The matter is open for discussion. Pennis
Tippie said after that meeting on July 25, 2002, he called the
prosecuting attorney and spoke with a Brenda Meyer and she ashked
what the normal procedure was for advertising and notifying for a
special meeting. He told her that our normal procedures are we post
the meeting at the township hall and notify a newspaper. He told her
that a newspaper was notified, but a notice was not posted. Ms. Meyer
told him that they did not consider this an official meeting. John
Warkentin said would they put that in writing? Dennis Tippie said he is
asking them to forward that to him. Clerk Bill Cook said at that se
called meeting the trustees accepted my resignation, effective July 31,
2002 at 12:00 midnight. Since I have withdrawn that resignation before
the July 31, 2002 date there is no resignation for the trustees to accept
or reject. Bill Cook said on July 30, 2002 at 11:45 a.m., the township
secretary stamped and received his letter withdrawing his resignation,
this was also fazed to Trustee Warkentin & Trustee Tippie and hand
delivered to Trustee Lewandowski’s home. Dennis Tippie said Brenda
Meyer told him that the trustees would have to make a motion fo accept
the resignation at the meeting tonight on August 5, 2002. Dennis Tippie
said that since than Bill has turned in his withdrawal and at that
gathering on July 25, 2002 a motion te accept the resignation, effective
July 31, 2002 at 12:00 midright was to allow time for him to reconsider.
Mike Lewandowski said after reading the letter of resignation stating it
was effective July 31, 2002 and his letter of July 30, 2602 withdrawing
that resignation he feels that Bill Cook is still the Swanton Township
Clerk and never resigned.
