Jolhin Warkentin said there have been some inquiries by Swanton
Township residents on signage in the metro parks concerning horse
trails where they cross public roads. The township wants to make this
as safe as possible for all concerned. Mr. Jim Spengler, Metro Park
Director, introduced Lora Goerlick, Park Ranger and head of the horse
patrol, and Jerry Jankowski, Park Manager of Oak Openings Metro
Park. Mr. Spengler said in terms of motor vehicle Jaws in Ohbio, horses
have the right-of-way when they appear on the roadway when moterist
are behind them or approaching them. If a horse and rider are on the
roadway and signals you, a motorist, to step or slow down, the law
states that the motorist have to obey the horseback rider. This is per
Ohio Revised Code 4549.01. The metro park has some horse crossing
sigus posted and will increase those where warranted. Gary Heinemann
quoted Ohio Revised Code 4511.08 states when horses are crossing a
roadway they have to abide the same rules as motorist. His
interpretation is that if horseback riders are erossing a road they would
have to yield to oncoming traffic. Items discussed were obstructive view
on Girdham Road at the paved trail and the curve on Jeffers Road.
Jerry Jankowski said the park has just installed additional horse
crossing signs on Jeffers Road and would be willing to put up sigus in
additional places as needed ov requested. John Warkentin said we are
just trying to make as safe a situation as possible for horseback riders
or motorist. More research may be needed on this matter. Mr.
Spengler said the park is trying to educate the horseback riders with
special interest group meetings through Ranger Goerlick.
