Ms. Swisher
explained the rate increase for the new policy was mostly due fo the
terrorist attack in 2001, She said 2001 was the third year of a three-
year rate guaraniee and Hylant held the line on policy price increase for
2002, but could not do it for 2093. The insurance is quofcd for a one-
vear period at $10,460.60. Last years cost was $6,170.0¢. Thereisa
terrorism exclusion that Ms. Swisher will check to see how the alrport
and National Guard will figure into that exclusion. Ms. Swisher left a
proposal before leaving.

Due to the lavge increase in the insurance premiuwm the {rustees feel that
the township should get more quotes from other insurance carriers.
